DETAILS OF WINEMAKING & VITICULTURE

Winemaking: Malolactic fermentation and 10 months in French oak.

Winemaker: Amancio Fernández

Alcohol: 13.5%

Grapes: 100% old-vine Mencía

Vineyards: Planted in different soil-types, most of which are either fragmented
slate (Campo and Molinaseca) or clay (Valtuille and Villadecanes).
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
